Safety Instructions

4  SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 GENERAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

CLOTHING: For your own safety, wear well-fitting clothes with no loose sections.

USE: Before using the trailer, familiarize yourself with its connection, controls, and overall
operation.

WARNINGS: Follow all warnings and instructions attached to the trailer.

GUARD PANELS: The trailer can be used only when all the guard panels are in place and in
good condition.

CONNECTING TO A TRACTOR: Use caution when connecting or disconnecting the trailer.
LOADING THE PULLING DEVICE: Take into consideration the maximum capacity allowed for
loads when using the drawbar and tractor.

- PARKING: Make sure the trailer is properly secured when in the parked position.

- SAFETY DISTANCE: Because of its operating principle, the trailer includes parts that are not
fully protected. You must keep a sufficient distance from these parts at all times. The
operator must also make sure that bystanders stay clear of these parts.

- WORKING WITH THE TRAILER: When working with the trailer, it is forbidden to be in the near
vicinity.

Z Check the fastening of a new trailer's parts and that all parts rotate freely.

# Trailer cleaning, lubrication or adjustments must not take place when the power output and
hydraulics of the trailer are connected.

~ Before starting your work, you must make sure that no one is under or behind the trailer, or on
its platform.

~ Before exiting the control cabin set the gear on neutral and engage the parking brake.

~ Do not let children or extra passengers in the cabin during use.

# Check the tightness of the wheel bolts after the first three hours of driving.

4.2 SPECIFIC SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR TIPPER TRAILERS

~ The tipping direction of the platform must be selected so that the trailer's side is facing the
tipping site and the trailer is horizontal.

~ The manufacturer is not responsible for any damage caused by overloading the trailer.

~ The support of the drawbar and frame must be in the upper position during driving.

~ Remember to keep the hydraulics use lever in the emptying position long enough to release the
pressure from all use targets.

~ Being under a tipped platform or the intermediate frame is prohibited, unless they are
supported.

~ Vaulting the material to be transported can cause a danger of tipping over.

~ When the side plates are turned down, tipping is absolutely forbidden.

Z Service support is meant only to support an empty platform.

Z Make sure that the tipper hydraulics is pressure-free when you use the service support and that
the platform rests well on the service support.

~ The intermediate position of the drawbar support is meant to be used only when the trailer is
empty. Using it on a loaded trailer is prohibited.

4.3 TRANSPORTING AND MOVING

2~ Always follow traffic rules and regulations when driving on general roads.

~ Before using the trailer, make sure that the brake system is connected and that it works properly.

Z Inspect and install all necessary accessories needed to travel on general roads, such as lights,
reflectors and slow vehicle warning sign.

~ Take into consideration the allowed axle weights, total weights and transport measurements.

2 When using maximum load, the trailer's allowed maximum driving speed is 40 km/h.

2~ When using the shredder frame, make sure that the drawbar locking is secured and that the
trailer has been moved to travel in line with the tractor.

Z It is important that you always follow the allowed axle and shaft weights, as the trailer load will
affect the behaviour of the tractor during transport, how the tractor can be directed, and how
the brakes function.

~ Passengers may not be transported in the trailer

Z The trailer can be lifted only from the places marked with instructions labels.

~ Use only approved lifting straps or chains. Please check their condition before using.

~# When transporting a trailer, it must be tied securely to the platform with chains or straps.

~ When loading (e.g. with a forklift), you must make sure that the trailer is balanced and in no
danger of dropping.

4.4 HYDRAULICS

# Connecting the hydraulics system causes high pressure to occur. Hydraulics oil bursting out with
high pressure will permeate skin and may cause serious injury. A risk of injury exists also when
leak points are searched for.

~ Be careful with all hydraulics parts, as there is a danger of being pressed and cut by these parts.

~ The hydraulics connectors must not be removed when the machine is on hydraulics only, because
then pressure will remain in the system. First close the hydraulics faucets in the rear plate and
lower the platform.

~ When connecting the hydraulics hose to the tractor, the hydraulics must not be pressurised from
the machine or tractor side.

# Do not exceed the hydraulics oil maximum pressure of 210 bar.

PROTECTING FROM OILS AND GREASES

2 When handling oil or grease, always use appropriate protective clothing and oil-proof gloves.

~ Avoid skin exposure to oil and grease. The skin may be damaged.

Z Never use oil or lubrication grease to clean the skin! These substances may contain small metal
fragments that cause cuts to hands and the oil will make the cuts worse.

Z Follow the handling instructions and safety regulations of the lubricant manufacturers.

Z Synthetic oils are often corrosive and cause strong skin irritation.

WASTE OIL
Waste oil must be collected and disposed of according to national regulations.
ACCIDENTS
Z If oil enters the soil, you must stop it from spreading and collect it (e.g. by absorbing it to peat).
Z If oil or lubricant cause skin injuries, contact a physician immediately.

Remove the ignition key to prevent
inadvertent start of the tractor or machine.

~ The trailer must be properly supported before starting service.

2~ When working under a lifted tipper platform you must absolutely support the platform with the
service support.

5.2 LIGHTS AND SLOW VEHICLE SIGN

5.3 BRAKES

The Junkkari J16 trailer is equipped with brakes powered by the brake valve installed in the tractor. The
quick coupling in the trailer is equipped with a connector according to ISO 5676 standard.

Brakes must be used always when the national legislation so requires.
More information about brake use is on page 19.
ACCESSORY:

If it is not possible to install the brake valve in the tractor, a special pressure reduction valve can be
installed in the brake hose (maximum pressure = 120 bar).

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Operating environment and operating principle

6 OPERATING ENVIRONMENT

6.1 PURPOSE OF USE

Junkkari tipper trailers are meant for transporting bulk goods and parcelled goods.

The trailer can be used as a tipper trailer to transport soil and other materials, taking into consideration
the set carrying capacity, recommendations and safety instructions.

The grain platform provides full payload for transporting grain.

The grain platform can be equipped with additional fresh fodder side plates, so the trailer can be used
effectively in transporting fresh fodder.

The soil transport platform is meant for transporting soil and gravel.

6.2 USE RESTRICTIONS AND PROHIBITED FORMS OF USE

Limitations for user

Z The user must not be under the influence of drugs, alcohol or strong medicine.

2 In sickness or disability cases, permission to use the device can be given by the treating
physician.

~ The use of the device is prohibited for all persons that lack appropriate information and skills of
agriculture and for anyone fewer than 15 years of age.

Prohibited forms of use

Z Any material that may corrode or erode may not be left in the trailer for an extended period of
time.

# The tipper trailer must not be used in any instances where the trailer will tip over.

~ Transporting people and animals or lifting them with the tipper trailer is prohibited.

~ Transporting unfastened big bales is prohibited.

~ Change loaded platform is prohibited.

7/ FUNCTIONING PRINCIPLE

The tipper trailer is meant to be connected at the rear end of the tractor. The tipper trailer can be used
to move and unload different solid materials and parcelled goods. The tipper of the grain trailer J16JLV
works with the help of the tractor hydraulics. The tipper of the soil transport trailer J16JLD and the rear
plate work with the help of tractor hydraulics.

Transporting, handling and storing the machine

8 TRANSPORTING, HANDLING AND STORING THE
MACHINE

(IMPORTER, CENTRAL FIRM AND RE-SELLER)

8.1 TRANSPORTING

2 The delivery term of the device is ex works, unless otherwise agreed.

~ The buyer (central firm) agrees with the manufacturer regarding the time the product is ready
for pick up.

~ The manufacturer is responsible for loading the product.

2 The transport company is responsible for the product during its transport.

8.2 HANDLING

~ The product must be handled as a standard agricultural machine, carefully and without damage.
~ No other products can be loaded on the product.
2 The product is sent from the factory carefully packaged.

8.3 STORING

Z The trailer must be stored protectively from sunlight and rain.

~ When storing outside, you must check periodically that no water remains in the trailer.

Z More long-term storage should always take place indoors.

~ The trailer must be stored with the tipper in the lower position, to avoid rusting on the tipping
cylinder pipes.

8.4 SPECIAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR TRANSPORTING
THE MACHINE

~ The machine can be lifted only from the places marked with instructions labels.

~ Make sure the lifting device is sufficient and that there is no danger of tipping over or falling.

Z It is prohibited to lift the machine with the forks of a forklift; you must always use either straps
or chains. ~ Use only approved straps or chains.

~ Before lifting, always make sure the straps and chains are in good condition.

~ When lifting the machine, the straps or chains must be kept tight, so that the machine cannot
swing and cause a danger.

2 Always check the lifting distance when using the lifts.

~ For the duration of transport, the machine must be tied to the platform.

9 PUTTING TO USE

The customer is responsible for putting the trailer into use, unless otherwise agreed when purchased.

READ SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

9.1 CONTENTS OF THE PACKAGE AND DISCARDING THE PACKAGING

Grain platform trailer J16JL:
The package includes a basic trailer, which makes one container. The instruction manual is attached at
the front of the trailer under the platform. The side plates are in their own packaging.

The wooden and cardboard packaging material can be discarded by burning or by taking them to a
dumpyard. The plastic bags and straps included in the packaging should be disposed of according to
national regulations, by recycling or by taking them to the dump yard. Metal packaging materials should

be taken to an iron collection point or to the dump yard.
Metal packaging materials should be taken either to iron collection point or to the dump yard.

9.2 ASSEMBLY

Tipper trailer J 16 JL:

The trailer is delivered with side plates removed, packed on a platform. The side plates can be installed
easily. See the side plate installation instruction later on.

9.4 ATTACHING TO ATRACTOR

The trailer is connected to the tractor towing hook (ISO 6489/1). If the tractor includes an automatic
towing hook, secure the connection.

NOTE! CONNECTING AND DISCONNECTING THE TRAILER MAY BE DANGEROUS. THE
TRAILER MAY BE LOADED SO THAT THE SHAFT WEIGHT IS NEGATIVE; OR IT MAY BE SO
LARGE THAT THE CARRYING CAPACITY OF THE CHASSIS IS EXCEEDED.

HYDRAULICS

The J16JL trailer needs 1 single-function hydraulics output equipped with a quick coupling according to
standard ISO 7241-1. Trailer J16JLD needs 1 single-function and 1 dual-function hydraulics output.

INSTALLATION

NOTE! DURING INSTALLATION THE PLATFORM MUST BE IN THE LOWER POSITION.

TAKING INTO USE

We recommend that if the trailer is used with more than one tractor, that you use the same type of oil,
because when used the oils will mix together.

The hydraulics oil filled at the factory is NESTE 32.

USE

The tipper hose is connected with a quick coupling. The end of the hose is connected normally to the
tractor. After this the trailer can be used normally as a tipper trailer with the tractor hydraulics.

NOTE! HYDRAULICS HOSES CANNOT BE DISCONNECTED FROM THE TRACTOR,
THE TIPPING CYLINDERS OR CONNECTORS WHEN THE PLATFORM IS RAISED.

It is recommended that the hydraulics of the loaded trailer is not disconnected from the tractor, even if
the platform is in the lower position. Pressure may remain in the system due to the trailer's structure.
Pressure can be removed so that you may drive with the trailer while keeping the tipping lever in the
down position.

PRESSURISED HOSES CAN NEVER BE EMPTIED BY RUBBING OR PRESSING ON THE QUICK
COUPLING, BECAUSE THERE IS ALWAYS A DANGER OF PERSONAL INJURY AND SOIL
CONTAMINATION.

DO NOT EXCEED THE MAXIMUM PRESSURE OF THE HYDRAULICS SYSTEM, 210 bar.

LIGHT DEVICES

Light devices are connected to the trailer connecting terminal of the tractor. The connecting terminal
must be 7-pin according to standards SFS 24272 and DIN ISO 3732. The light devices work with direct
current with the nominal voltage of 12V.

BRAKES
Compatibility with the tractor

Generally, modern tractors have the ability to use the trailer's brakes with the tractor's own brake
system. In these cases the tractor must include its own brake block and output connector for the trailer
brakes. This equipment are usually accessories, so for a standard agricultural tractor they must be
ordered either at the time of purchase or later as a separate accessory package.

The brake pressure the tractor provides usually depends on the pedal power; in a tractor the maximum
limit is 150 bar.

In this case the compatibility depends on the relative pressure difference between the tractor and the
trailer.

In tractors where the trailer brake pressure can be selected, the pressure difference is given as ratios,
e.g. 1/5.44. The ratio means that the trailer brake system has 5.44-times the pressure of the tractor
brake system. In these systems the maximum pressure produced by the tractor is usually also limited to
150 bar.

A suitable brake ratio depends on the use of the trailer, but generally a fairly low ratio is the best. In
practice this means that the brake pedal power must be fairly large to achieve maximum pressure.

The trailer brakes can be used also through the tipper hydraulics.

To function, the brake needs one single-function hydraulics output equipped with a connector according
to standard 1SO-7441-1.

The system pressure is limited to 120 bars with a pressure regulation valve sold as an accessory. Keep in
mind that using brakes on general roads requires that the trailer brake lights function simultaneously
with the brakes.

# Check that the oil hose connectors are compatible with the tractor. The trailer includes an
Aeroquip 2" connector.

# Check the functioning of the lights. The rear, indicator and brake lights are connected according
to a European standard. If the lights do not function correctly in the check, make sure that the
tractor electric output has been connected according to the standard.

~ Before using, the platform must be tipped when empty 2-3 times. The tipping cylinder has been
test-pressurised on the factory, after which the oil has been removed.

Z Check the tightness of the wheel nuts and screws (about 400Nm=40kpm) after three hours of
driving. Re-check 2-3 times a year depending on the use. See the picture below.

~ Tighten all screws and nuts twice during use season.

2 Check the compatibility of the tractor brake output with the trailer if the tractor includes a
separate brake output hydraulics.

2.  Always make sure the load is fastened and stays on the platform.
The load and its transporting are always the driver's responsibility.

12 USE

WHEN THE TRAILER IS UNLOADED, FAMILIARIZE YOURSELF WITH ITS FUNCTIONS. MAKE SURE THAT THE
TIPPING IS ALWAYS SUFFICIENTLY HARD AND STRAIGHT (NOT SLANTED).

12.1 NORMAL TIPPING

Be careful not to damage the rear plate. This can occur due to the large tipping angle. The tipper can be
used only when no one is on the tipping area and when there is no strong side wind during the tipping.
The tipper is allowed to be used only with the controller at the driver's seat. In addition such hydraulics
output of the tractor must be used which can be controlled with a positive driven controller. THE REAR
PLATE MUST ALWAYS BE OPENED BEFORE TIPPING! When tipping moist grain, you must open both rear
plates (grain platform).

WHEN TIPPING, THE TRAILER MUST ALWAYS BE CONNECTED TO THE TRACTOR.

THERE IS ALWAYS A DANGER IF THE TRAILER
IS MOVED WHEN THE TIPPER IS UP.

PAY ATTENTION TO THE RISKS INVOLVED WHEN TIPPING

IN A LOCATION WHERE THERE IS AN ELECTRIC WIRE /_"

When lubricating, you must make sure that the lubricant goes to the correct location. For example:
when greasing the articulation bearings of the bogie swings, the trailer must first be lifted (e.g. 10cm)
off the ground so that the grease goes to the pressurized sliding surfaces. When greasing the articulation

bearings, the bogie swing must be swung periodically.

13.2 HYDRAULICS MAINTENANCE

Check the oil amount in the tractor after the first lifting and tipping and add oil if needed. During the
first lifts, the cylinder may let out some oil to the cylinder surface; this is perfectly normal, and will
disappear with time when the seals are honed to form.

13.3 ADJUSTING THE BRAKES

The brakes must be adjusted once per use season or as needed. The brakes are adjusted by turning the
brake lever in the brake axle in the following way:

A)  Remove the fastening pin of the brake cylinder piston arm.
B) Remove the brake lever.

C) Turn the break lever with the brake axle boron so that when braking, the free movement at the
end of the brake lever is about 4cm.

D) Lift the wheel into the air and, by turning with both hands, make sure that the brakes are not
“on.”

13.4 ADJUSTING AND TIGTHENING THE HUB

The castle nut is tightened until the hub no longer rotates by hand. After this, the nut must be loosened
by on fifth of a turn. Then put the cotter pin in the slot nearest to the castle nut. Check that the wheel
rotates freely by rotating by hand.

With the calculated loads, a suitable bearing clearance is 0.05-0.15mm.

Pay attention to the possible heating of the bearing during the first kilometres of driving; check the
clearances after driving for three hours. Adjust when needed.

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14 REMOVING THE PLATFORM

The trailer is structured so that the empty platform can be left supported by the legs. It is extremely
important that you work in the order given in the instructions when removing the platform because the
work is dangerous. The structure of the trailer is designed so that changing the platform takes place a
few times per year. An experienced user will spend about one hour to change the platform.

You must always remember stay out from under a lifted platform, unless the platform support or
legs have been installed to support the platform!

Store the platform in a hard-base and dry location where the soil will not soften even during hard
rains and frost. Note: Never leave the platform on a slope in a cross direction, as the platform may
fall. The location must be such that when looking from the back, the platform is straight.

Remove the hydraulics quick couplings of the rear plate (under the dumper platform at the back of
the trailer).

Lift the empty platform by tipping it to about a 100 angle. The space between the platform front
and body should then be about 93cm.

Lower the tractor drawhook to its lowest position, so that the trailer drive link lowers to about 15
cm from the ground. The trailer front lowers more and the back raises a little.

Put plates at the leg positions on the ground. A suitable plate is veneer of size 15x400x400mm or a
steel plate of size 6x400x400mm. These stop the legs from pressing into the ground.

Install the legs in the pipe beams on the platform. Adjust the threaded screws of the leg's lower
ends so that 1cm of the thread remains visible. A rough adjustment of the leg length should be
done so that the peg is placed in the lowest possible hole.

Screw the threaded screws so that each leg takes an even amount of the load.

Remove the locking pegs from the upper end of the tipper.

Lift and lower the tractor drawhook a few times, after which the tipping cylinders should come out
of the cradle at the bottom of the platform. If the cylinders do not easily come out of the platform
cradle, bar off the tipping plate at the upper end of the cylinders away from the hole flats. The
cylinders must be removed completely from the platform.

Remove the locking plates from the swing hinge.

Lift up the tractor drawhook and drive the trailer base away carefully.

If the platform has been on its legs (e.g. over winter), you must first check that the platform is in a good
position. If the platform is slanted, you must straighten it by adjusting the legs.

Back the trailer base carefully under the platform standing on its legs.

When you have succeeded to back the base to the correct location, so that the slots of the body's
back end are at the swing axle, then lower the tractor drawbar. Then the back end of the trailer
rises higher and the swing axle goes into the slots on the body.

Attach the locking plates of the swing hinge.

Lift the tipping cylinders carefully to the cradle on the bottom of the platform so that the tipper
plate of the upper ends goes to the bottom, but does not yet lift the platform.

Install the locking pins of the tipper upper end.

Lift the tipper about 3cm higher. Then remove the front legs from the platform.

Lower the tipper and then remove the back legs.

Connect the quick couplings of the rear plate hydraulics (under the dumper platform at the back of
the trailer).

Grease the swing hinges and lubricate the moving parts of the legs.
